(Clarkston, GA)— The City of Clarkston is very excited to announce the restart of residential and small
commercial WEEKLY CURBSIDE RECYCLING beginning Monday, January 4, 2021. On Tuesday, December 8, the
Clarkston City Council approved a three year agreement with Latham Home Sanitation Company, LLC, to
serve as its weekly curbside service vendor to begin collecting various recycling items, specifically paper,
plastic, aluminum/steel cans, and flattened cardboard. Over the next few weeks Latham Home Sanitation
representatives will be delivering an 18 gallon recycling container to each residential and small commercial
structure in the City of Clarkston. Customers will not see any increase/additional billing for the service as the
fee is billed annually on property tax bills. Items that are to be placed inside the 18 gallon container:

1. PAPER - newspaper, junk mail, envelopes, magazines, catalogs, school paper, phone/paperback books

2. PLASTICS - soda & water bottles, milk jugs (rinsed
out), detergent bottles (rinsed out)

3. CANS, ALUMINUM & STEEL - steel food containers, empty aerosol cans, aluminum

beverage cans, clean food containers
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4. CARDBOARD - must be broken down and flattened
